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IMPORTANT NOTICE

Pursuant to previous circulars regarding measures and arrangements implemented
by the Lebanese Government to combat COVID-19, and in light of recent
developments and augmented health conditions due to the spread of the virus, which
constitutes a health emergency that threatens the safety of the nation and its citizens,
the Council of Ministers has decided to declare a “general mobilization” from
March 15, 2020 until midnight on March 29, 2020. While the Council of Ministers
reiterates the decisions adopted previously to stop travel to Lebanon from some
countries, upon further review of the developing situation, it has further adopted the
following:

Ottawa March 16, 2020

The closing of Prime Minister Rafik Hariri International Airport, as well as
all air, sea, and land ports (land and sea ports apply solely to passengers), and
the suspension of all flights, commercial and private, to and from the airport
from midnight on Wednesday, March 18, 2020 until midnight on Sunday,
March 29, 2020, except for military aircraft, air ambulances, and airplanes
that pass through Lebanese airspace, Cargo aircraft and aircraft carrying both
UNIFIL forces and accredited diplomatic missions to Lebanon, international
organizations, and people working for companies associated with drilling in
Block 4 remain subject to prior authorization through the usual diplomatic
channels.

Allowing Lebanese citizens and their family members who neither hold the
Lebanese nationality nor residency, as well as those with residency cards, to
return to Lebanon by March 18, 2020, on the condition that their PCR testing
comes out negative, except for passengers arriving from countries that have
been previously banned (entry and exit), which are: France, Egypt, Syria,
Iraq, Germany, Spain, United Kingdom, Italy, Iran, China (Hong Kong,
Macao, Taiwan), and South Korea.
